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ABOUT MEMBERSHIP

Members of the Society are able to access the reserve whenever they wish through the Club House Hide which has a combination lock on both doors.

The code for the combination locks will be issued with a membership pack on the completion of enrolment and then annually on subscription renewal.  

The membership year runs from 1st May to 30th April and the code for the locks is changed at the end of the Open Weekend (early May) every year. Cards with the new code may be collected at the Open Weekend. Uncollected cards will be posted out by 2nd class post as soon as possible after the open Weekend.

It is a condition of membership that prospective members have a guided tour of the Reserve in order to satisfy the requirements of our insurance providers. If you need to arrange this, please contact either the Chairman (Keith Pursall, details below) or the Treasurer (Sue Walker, details below).

RULES OF THE SOCIETY

These rules are designed to ensure the safety and security of members, visitors and the wildlife on the reserve.

It is a condition of membership that all members sign to agree that they have read the rules and will abide by them.

Members are reminded that they too are responsible for their own health and safety when on the reserve, together with that of their visitors.  There are some potentially hazardous areas on the reserve and so members and visitors must keep to the permitted paths (see Rule 1).

As the reserve is unmanned, it is recommended that members visiting on their own should carry a mobile phone if possible.

Rules applying to all

1. Members and visitors must keep to the permitted paths. Wheelchair access is limited to designated paths.

2. All members must have received a tour from a committee approved representative prior to joining the Society.

3. Members and all visitors must sign in on arriving and out on leaving the reserve.

4. An adult member may bring up to two visitors on to the reserve. All visitors must read the Society’s        

            rules and sign the admissions book to this effect. 

5. Members wishing to bring groups on to the reserve must gain prior agreement to do so from the        

            committee.
6. Anyone under the age of eighteen must be accompanied by an adult.

7. People leave cars, equipment etc. at their own risk on the reserve, in the clubhouse or in the Social Club car park.

8. No dogs are permitted on the reserve, with the exception of registered assistance dogs.

9. There shall be no cycling, camping, fishing, shooting, boating, bathing, ferreting or activities likely to cause a disturbance on the reserve.

10. The water level and conservation work shall be controlled by the committee.

11. Fire lighting is not permitted. The only exception to this rule is when such a requirement has been agreed by the committee.

12. The planting and picking of plants, flowers, fruit or fungi are forbidden.

13. No plants, animals, or any other wildlife shall be introduced on to the reserve without the prior agreement of the committee.  

14. Photography is allowed from the permitted paths and hides. Permission must be sought from the committee for photography in other areas.  (Please note that it is an offence to disturb nesting birds).
15. Attracting birds by playing recordings of calls and songs is not permitted without the prior agreement of the committee.
16. The policy of the Society is that information regarding the presence of a rare bird on the reserve will not be passed to any outside information service.

17. Members and visitors may park in the Social Club car park, space permitting. The limited disabled parking outside the clubhouse should be respected. 
Rules applying specifically to beekeepers

1. Beekeepers may operate alone providing that they have an Epi-pen and mobile phone with them.

2. Beekeepers without an Epi-pen must work with a second person available and a mobile phone.

3. Full beekeeper protection suit including veil and gloves must be worn at all times when accessing the hives.
